Sinking into overstuffed love seats, you will enjoy a full-service bar and complimentary appetizers as panoramic canyon views pass by at a mere 15 m.p.h..  As the tension of the outside world fades from view, the destination becomes less important.  It is all about the journey, the relaxation and the pampering. 

Sure to become an annual event, Verde Canyon Railroad will host Rhythm on the Rails, a moving music festival with seven different groups to entertain you over the three and one-half hour trip.  On Saturday, April 30, 2011, country and contemporary musicians will be showcasing their talents during 20-minute sessions on each car to kick-off this inaugural event.


The Verde Canyon Railroad runs every day except Tuesdays, departing at 1 p.m. and returning at 4:30 p.m., just in time to enjoy the best plate of chicken and ribs in this part of Arizona at the Blazin’ M Ranch. Frontier activities are open at 4 p.m. until the dinner bell rings at 6:30 p.m.. The new Blazin’ M Cowboy band starts at 7:30 p.m. with music and laughter for a solid hour.
